And to show outsiders the gospel

Our pattern 
 

Do only what the Bible says, because how we worship matters   
Exodus 20:4, Deuteronomy 12:30, Colossians 2:23 

 
… And because Biblical worship protects the conscience  
Romans 14:4, Matthew 16:6-9 

 
The elements of worship are few and simple!  
Bible & prayer, speaking and singing, water, bread & wine 
1 Timothy 4:13, Matthew 28:19-20, 1 Corinthians 11:23-26 

 
Following the “shape” of the Gospel… 

 

  Call to worship, and praise: we meet the Lord in his greatness and grace 
 

  God’s Law, confession, receiving forgiveness: we meet him as sinners 
 

  Thanksgiving: for the Cross of Christ, free forgiveness and adoption   
 

  Prayer: talking to our Father - the privilege of adopted children 
 

  Bible and sacraments: receiving from the Lord  
 

  Blessing and dismissal: sent out to serve Him in the world
